Setting the stage for an exciting  

feature event was a win for the 9 

car in the first of two heats.  

 

For the transfer race, the lineup 

was inverted. Paul and his 9 car 

starting from the rear made it a 

near photo finish - drag racing to 

the finish line for 3rd narrowly 

edging out the 4th place car.  

 

Controversy in pits called for a 

pre feature  inspection of the 

stock class cars and their ignition 

control box and rev limiters.  

The Nienhiser team passed the 

test and was now ready to set up 

for the feature.  Some minor 

chassis adjustments and a modest 

engine gear change proved to be 

a solid decision  and aided the 

strong feature finish.  

With the starting positions set 

the 9 car was positioned on the 

outside of row 2. Paul got a good 

start and quickly charged to the 

second spot where he was able 

to stay clear of the spins and 

parts failures from the cars in the 

rear.  

Attrition seemed to be the word 

for the feature race. By lap 17 

the field was down to 3 cars. 

Two of them being the pace 

setters. The 9 was still in the 

second spot but  after a Paul 

figured out the low line was 

faster he was able to cut under 

No Races August 25 

 

Races have been cancelled for 

August 25 to prep for the Pike 

County Nationals to be held La-

bor Day Weekend. No word yet if 

the cancelled points race will be 

rescheduled.

transfer points. 

The feature race had Paul start-

ing in the rear.  The race was 

shortened to 20 laps (to con-

serve time) which just wasnõt 

enough for the 9 to gain signifi-

cant track position coming from 

the back of the pack. Final re-

sultsñPaul finished 8th. Still 

impressive for what he had to 

work with. 

Our season has been shorted 

with rainouts and cancellations. 

We may be able to slip in a race 

or two at Charleston and also 

plan to attend the Tulsa Shoot 

Out. 

September 1-2   Pike County 

Nationals was a tough event for 

the 9 car this year.  

The event started out with a pill 

draw to determine starting posi-

tion. For the 9 it was to be 4th 

spot in the second of two heat 

races.  

The first heat finish was decent 

with a 3rd. Passing only one car 

but this was no small task. Luck 

of the draw had Paul starting 

behind what was to be a couple 

of the fastest cars in the field.  

The second heat or transfer heat  

had Paul and his 9 starting third. 

The crew nailed the setup and 

Paul quickly moved in the first 

position with a commanding lead 

for several laps.  

The it happenedéé. the not so 

lucky yellow came out for an-

other caréé..  

On the restart Paul got a good 

jump ahead but was taken out in 

turn 4 by a solid bump in the 

rear as his car was loose in this 

turn. He was not able to restart 

Points are earned for the finish 

position of  each heat and feature 

event. The points are accumu-

lated for the season and a class 

champion is declared by who has 

the most  points.  

The stock class points cham-

pionship winner for 2007 is 

Paul Nienhiser.   Paul and his 9 

car raced to an impressive total 

of  1839 points. This was 37 

points more than the nearest 

competitor.
