August 18ñPaul Nienhiser 

chalks up another Stock Class 

feature win in his Hollingsworth 

Performance Powered micro 

sprint Friday night at the Pike 

County Speedway.  

 

Setting the stage for an exciting  

feature event was a win for the 9 

car in the first of two heats.  

 

For the transfer race, the lineup 

was inverted. Paul and his 9 car 

starting from the rear made it a 

near photo finish - drag racing to 

the finish line for 3rd narrowly 

edging out the 4th place car.  

 

Controversy in pits called for a 

pre feature  inspection of the 

stock class cars and their ignition 

control box and rev limiters.  

The Nienhiser team passed the 

test and was now ready to set up 

for the feature.  Some minor 

chassis adjustments and a modest 

engine gear change proved to be 

a solid decision  and aided the 

strong feature finish.  

With the starting positions set 

the 9 car was positioned on the 

outside of row 2. Paul got a good 

start and quickly charged to the 

second spot where he was able 

to stay clear of the spins and 

parts failures from the cars in the 

rear.  

Attrition seemed to be the word 

for the feature race. By lap 17 

the field was down to 3 cars. 

Two of them being the pace 

setters. The 9 was still in the 

second spot but  after a Paul 

figured out the low line was 

faster he was able to cut under 
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brought the curtains down on 

the 23 Annual Tulsa Shootout, 

which attracted 1,030 entries, 

including 465 Karts, 428 Micros 

Sprints and 137 Quads.

Tulsa-area racer Brady Bacon, a 

driver for Kasey Kahne Racing on 

the USAC Sprint Car and Midget 

circuits, took top honors in the 

headliner portion of the Micro 

Sprint action by topping the 25 

lap 600cc Multi main event, with 

Iowaõs Kyle Heitz the only driver 

to post multiple wins in Kart 

Action. South Dakotaõs Michael 

Coburn and Tulsaõs Corey Snapp 

swept the Pro and Amaateur 

Quad ranks respectively.  

After 145 heat races were com-

pleted during Saturdayõs racing 

action, another 52 semi-mains 

and 27 main events on Sunday 

The Nienhiser 9 car was beat up 

during the heat race on Saturday. 

What would have been an excel-

lent starting position (Paul drew 

the #2 ) soon turned to unfortu-

nate luck when the front row 

outside car pinched the 9 into 

the birm before the field  

reached the starting line. Help 

from the rear lifted Paul's tail and  

causing the 9 to flip just feet before 

the starting line. Sent to the rear for 

stopping on the track the 9 did battle 

back to finish 4th.  Lady luck didnõt 

show her face in the c-main either. 

Early in the race a car in front of Paul 

spun out of control. With no where 

to go brakes were applied and you
