Setting the stage for an exciting  

feature event was a win for the 9 

car in the first of two heats.  

 

For the transfer race, the lineup 

was inverted. Paul and his 9 car 

starting from the rear made it a 

near photo finish - drag racing to 

the finish line for 3rd narrowly 

edging out the 4th place car.  

 

Controversy in pits called for a 

pre feature  inspection of the 

stock class cars and their ignition 

control box and rev limiters.  

The Nienhiser team passed the 

test and was now ready to set up 

for the feature.  Some minor 

chassis adjustments and a modest 

engine gear change proved to be 

a solid decision  and aided the 

strong feature finish.  

With the starting positions set 

the 9 car was positioned on the 

outside of row 2. Paul got a good 

start and quickly charged to the 

second spot where he was able 

to stay clear of the spins and 

parts failures from the cars in the 

rear.  

Attrition seemed to be the word 

for the feature race. By lap 17 

the field was down to 3 cars. 

Two of them being the pace 

setters. The 9 was still in the 

second spot but  after a Paul 

figured out the low line was 

faster he was able to cut under 
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axle, three wheels, several radius 

rods, two motors and consumed 

nearly 100 gallons of methanol.

 We figured  the age / 

experience ratio for the outlaw 

class to be an insurmountable 

mountain this first yearé.

Moving to Outlaw class this year 

was expected to be a challenge.  

To say that the year exceeded 

our expectations would be an 

understatement. 

 We figured there 

would be rain outs and we seven  

planned on a few.  There were 

nine races on our schedule that 

were cancelled. 

 We figured with nine  

rain outs a complete season 

would be difficult to accom-

plishé.. Somehow we still man-

aged nineteen race nights be-

tween April and October. 

  We figured there 

would be  more traveling  this 

year. Having a track close had us 

spoiledé...then it closed early.  

Mileage logged YTD is nearly 

5000. 

 We figured there 

would be races that the 9 team 

wouldnõt make it to the fea-

tureéé. Turned out to be six 

times I think. 

 We figured the year 

would use up some consumables 

- tires, wings & motors:  the list 

for the 9 car includes four front 

tires, five RR and four LR tires, 

one top wing, one nose wing - 

two front shocks, two chains, 

two right side nerf bars, one left 

side nerf bar, two rear bumpers, 

two front bumpers, one fuel 

tank, one front axle, one rear 

The 9 car is on itõs way up in 

turn 1 at the start of the race 

August 15 at Macon Speedway. 

This was a 5 car pile up that 

started with a  front  row car 

getting loose and Paul had no 

where to go. Trying to avoid the 

crash he hit the RR tire of the 

front car sending him airborne.
